	Appropriate Grade for Activity: Kinder - 5th Grade
	Title: Sophie and the Perfect Poem
	Objective: Students will identify reasons why it is okay to be different, and why it is important to be kind to others. 
	Parent Teacher Notes: Students will watch the video read-aloud. They will then answer the discussion questions and complete the activities. Grades k-2 will complete 4-6 questions/activities either verbally with a family member or in a drawing. Grades 3-5 will complete 5-7 questions/activities either verbally with a family member or written in complete sentences. 

Up for Discussion:

1. Why didn’t Sophie want to work with Biff?
2. What did Sophie want to include in her poem? What did Biff want?
3. How did they work together to come up with the perfect poem?
4. How did the rest of the 7 Oaks gang treat Biff in the end? Why?
5. What does teamwork mean? Why is it important to include others?

Baby Steps:

1. The next time you’re at school, talk to someone in your class you wouldn’t normally talk to. 
2. Have you ever been left out? Talk with a family member about how that made you feel. 
3. Work with another person to write a poem or draw a picture. 
4. Plan an outing with your family and include everyone’s best ideas. 
5. Talk with your mom and dad about not judging people. Discuss why differences are good.
