Sink or Float / Hundirse o Flotar

Learning Outcome:

To make and test predictions about sinking and floating .
Classify objects according to whether they sink or float.
Make connections to real world objects that sink or float.
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Description of Activity:

ltems Needed

Plastic bin, water, plastic items such as ocean animals or utensil, bottle cap, decorative
pebble, sponge, etc. (items that will float), common household items such as a spoon, pen,
can of food, etfc. (items that will NOT float)

	Parent Teacher Notes: Items Needed
Plastic bin, water, plastic items such as ocean animals or utensil, bottle cap, decorative pebble, sponge, etc. (items that will float), common household items such as a spoon, pen, can of food, etc. (items that will NOT float)

Materiales Necesarios:

Adult will fill a large bin of water, only halfway.  Place items that will and will not float next to the bin of water.  The adult will ask child to examine one of the animals/objects closely, asking them to note some of the things they observe about the animal/object. Then the adult will ask the child to predict whether they think it will sink or float. Place the animal/object in the water and ask the child to describe what happens. Repeat this several times with the other animals/objects. 
Take notes as to what floats and what sinks.  Have the child place the items that float together and the items that sank together.  Ask them to identify the characteristics each group has in common. 
Have the child think of real world items and predict if they will float or sink.

El adulto llenará un recipiente grande de agua, solo hasta la mitad. Coloque artículos que floten y no floten al lado del contenedor de agua. El adulto le pedirá al niño que examine uno de los animales / objetos de cerca, pidiéndoles que observen algunas de las cosas que observan sobre el animal / objeto. Luego, el adulto le pedirá al niño que prediga si cree que se hundirá o flotará. Coloque el animal / objeto en el agua y pídale al niño que describa lo que sucede. Repita esto varias veces con los otros animales / objetos.
Tome notas sobre qué flota y qué se hunde. Haga que el niño coloque los artículos que flotan juntos y los artículos que se hundieron juntos. Pídales que identifiquen las características que cada grupo tiene en común.
Haga que el niño piense en objetos del mundo real y prediga si flotarán o se hundirán.
