5. Why is it important to listen?2

-Baby Steps

1. Ask others about what you can do on a rainy day. Listen carefully and make a list.

2. Have a friend or sibling tell you a story. Listen closely and tell that story to someone else.

3. Talk with a family member about how you could be a better listener.

4. Go thirty minutes without saying anything, only listening.

5. Make something with your family. Follow the directions closely.
